Please remember that each athlete needs to pay a £5 entry fee on arrival at the
registration area. This goes towards the KSAA’s costs in staging the championship and
supporting the subsequent inter-counties schools’ events.

REMINDERS

1 —KIT : Competitors should compete in their school colours or club kit. They will need to
bring eight (8) safety pins to affix numbers to their vest or shirt. (NB— crop tops are not
permitted.) Spikes, if worn, must be no longer than 6mm in length.

2 — ANTI-DOPING DECLARATION : Athletes will be required to tick a box saying they have

read and agree to be bound by the UK Anti-Doping rules. These can be found here:
